The Micro-Theatre is a special room that will always be playing a short film or documentary when | come to visit. It is very
similar to other kinds of theatres, but it is much smaller.

The Northeast Gallery, Children’s Gallery, and the Duane K. Mickelson Gallery are all connected through open doorways,
but there are signs for each one outside in the hallway.

At the end of this hallway, | will find entrances to two other galleries. | will find the Marble Room, which has various artifacts
in a case on the wall, and | will find the Southwest Gallery with pieces from the museum's Permanent Collection.

These rooms are very small. If there are people in them, | can wait for them to leave before going in if | don’t want to be
too close to people.

Lastly on the second floor, there is the Gustavian Gallery and the Katherine Kilbourne Burgum Gallery.

These two galleries are connected with a mezzanine that looks over the first floor. So, if | am afraid of heights, | might
want to walk through the hallway, instead of the mezzanine, and use the entrances on either side. The entrances are in
the Southwest Gallery and the Reading Room.

If | am ever here and it is too overwhelming for me, | can go to the reading room on the second floor. There usually aren’t
very many people there, and there are chairs for me to sit in.

| can bring my own sensory tools to use at the museum, but if | need to, | can ask the staff at the front desk to borrow some
of the museum’s sensory tools. There are also a few larger sensory tools in the Children’s Gallery on the second floor.
